HOW CUB SCOUTING WORKS

Scouting is Family Oriented:

Activities are intended for the whole family.
You work with your son on his various award requirements.
Many skills he will learn are family oriented.

The Cub Scout Den:

Your boy is a member of a Cub Scout den.

Most dens meet once a week.

The denis led by a den leader (usually a parent). In Tiger Cubs, each family takes turns hosting the meeti
The den leader is usually assisted by an assistant den leader, a den chief (an older Boy Scout), and a denner
Scout elected by den members).

Den meetings have games, crafts, songs, ceremonies, and lots of fun.

The Cub Scout Pack:

Your boy is a member of a Cub Scout pack.

A pack meets once a month - all Cub Scout families attend.

The monthly pack meeting is led by the Cubmaster.

The pack meeting is the climax of the month’s den meetings and activities.

Pack meetings have games, skits, stunts, songs, ceremonies, and presentations of badges that the boys
that month.

The Pack Committee:

The pack is run by the pack committee of volunteer parents.

The pack committee is made up of all the den leaders and assistants, Cubmaster and assistants, as wel|
5 parent committee members. Most of these leaders are parents of boys in the pack.

The committee meets once a month.

The committee is led by a chairman.

The committee plans den and pack meetings around the monthly theme.

The committee selects leaders, performs record keeping, manages pack finances, orders badges, maintains
equipment, helps train leaders, and recognizes leaders.

Your Chartering Organization:

The pack is owned by a chartered organization.

Chartered organizations include schools, parent associations, religious organizations, service clubs, and c
groups interested in youth.

The chartered organization approves leaders, provides a meeting place, and operates packs within the guide
and policies of the chartered organization and the Boy Scouts of America.



THE ADVANCEMENT PLAN

The responsibility for a boy’s earning of awards in Cub Scouting lies with the family and not with the pack.
Some advancement requirements are done at den meetings, but most are cemtipleted You can sign off
on his requirements when you and your son feel that hédmeshis best.As a result, the awards he earns
raise his self-esteem and confidence.

You can be a part of it by participating in the Cub Scout program with him. The rank awards he earns are

listed below.

TIGER (First Graders)
Tiger Cubs is for first graders and their adult partners. Tiger Cubs work out of a handbook that will teach them t
Search, Discover, and Share!

BOBCAT (Earned by ALL NEW Cub Scouts, except First Graders)

All boys, regardless of age, earn the Bobcat badge first by learning the Cub Scout Promise, Law of the pac
handshake, salute, sign, motto, and the meaning of “Webelos.” After receiving the Bobcat badge, the boy works
requirements based on his grade or age.

WOLF (Second Graders)

A Cub Scout who has completed first grade (or is age 8), works on 12 achievements to earn the Wolf badge. Ez
achievement is designed to teach simple skills and initiate family discussions on values, drug awareness, health,

BEAR (Third Graders)
A Cub Scout who has completed second grade (or is age 9), completes 12 of 24 achievements to earn the Bear bz

After he earns his Wolf or Bear badge, a boy may work on electives in different interest areas until he is old enou
to begin work on the next rank. For every 10 electives a boy completes, he earns an Arrow Point. A boy may ec
as many Arrow Points as he wishes. Parents help boys learn more complicated life skills and values.

WEBELOS SCOUTS (Fourth and Fifth Graders)

When a Cub Scout has completed the third grade (or becomes 10 years old), he transfers to a Webelos den, le:
an adult Webelos Den leader. The boy works on requirements for the Webelos badge, 20 activity badges, and
Arrow of Light Award (the highest award in Cub Scouting) which prepares him for Boy Scouting.

BOY SCOUTS

When a boy earns the Arrow of Light or reaches 11 years of age or completes the fifth grade, he may graduate fr
Cub Scouting to Boy Scouting at an impressive graduation ceremony. We aim to graduate every Cub Scoutinto B
Scouting. Generally, your son will be prepared to join a Boy Scout troop in February or March of his fifth grade yea
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CUB SCOUT SPECIAL ACTIVITIES

Good Turn - This is a pack service project to benefit the community, such as a park clean-up, food she
collection, or tree planting!

Pinewood Derby- Parent and son work together to build a gravity-powered miniature race car from a speci
kit. Most packs conduct the derby races annually.

Blue and Gold Banquet- This is a birthday party for your Cub Scout pack and is usually held in February.
Frequently it is a pot luck dinner. A special program or entertainment is customary.

Cub Scout Day Camp- Day Camp is an exciting summertime activity that includes archery, BB guns, crafts
games, sports, songs, and skits. This two to five day program is held at a various local locations. Cub S
Day Camp is an excellent way to introduce youth to the outdoors and teach them new skills. It also he
strengthen the pack’s summer program.

Cub Scout Summer Camp- Camp Lowden and Canyon Camp are summer camps for Cub Scouts an
accompanying parent or guardian. Program activities include swimming, outdoor cooking, nature, craf
Scouting skills, and much more. Cub Scouts will be placed in dens according to their age, participating in a
appropriate activities that relate to their next rank.

Boys’ Life Magazine- This magazine for boys and adults has interesting features on Scouting, sports, hobbie
magic, science, and U.S. history. There are also jokes, comics, and short stories. The price is one-half o
regular cover price per year for members.

Volunteer positions in the pack are held by adults like you, who work directly with the boys and organize tt
activities in which they participate.



PARENT VOLUNTEER POSITIONS IN THE PACK

DEN LEADER(S):

Plans and leads the den at weekly den meetings and participates in monthly family meetings.
Attends the monthly pack leaders’ meeting and roundtable meeting. The Pack will need Tiger

Cub Den Leaders for first graders, Den Leaders for second and third graders, and Webelos
Den Leaders for fourth and fifth graders.

CUBMASTER:
Helps plan and carry out the pack program with the help of the pack committee. Emcees
monthly pack meeting, and attends pack leaders’ meeting and monthly roundtable meeting.

COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN:
Presides at all pack leader meetings. Helps recruit adult leaders. Also attends pack meeting
and roundtable meetings.

SECRETARY/TREASURER:
Keeps all records for the pack, including pack bank account, financial records, etc. Attends
pack meetings and pack committee meetings.

ADVANCEMENT COORDINATOR:
Maintains advancement records. Orders and obtains all badges and insignia. Attends pack
meetings and pack committee meetings.

PACK TRAINER:
Makes sure all leaders in the pack attend basic training courses, and are aware of other
supplemental training courses that will help them do a good job as a leader for Cub Scouts.

MEMBERSHIP CHAIRMAN:

Organizes a year-round recruitment plan to help the pack remain healthy by attracting new
Cub Scouts and their families. The Membership Chairman also organizes the pack’s
recruitment efforts.

PARENT HELPERS:

Each year the pack will undertake several short term projects. Parents and other volunteers are
needed for activities such as pack money-earning projects (popcorn sale, pancake breakfast or
similar events), Scouting for Food, Pack Good Turn, Pinewood Derby, Blue and Gold Banquet,
Friends of Scouting, pack graduation, and day camp. These jobs are of short duration and still
enable all families to assist with pack responsibilities.

Monthly Roundtable meetings for all adult Cub Scout volunteers are held monthly. Participants
receive help with crafts, games, skits, and songs for use at den and pack meetings. It's a great pl
to ask questions and share ideas.

Your district volunteer crew, called the district committee, conducts quality, district-wide programs
in which youth can participate.

Your district has another volunteer crew, called the commissioner staff. Individuals on the staff
serve as the sales and service crew. They check on the health of your pack and are a communic:
tions link between your pack and the Scouting organization.

Your district has basic leader training available. All leaders need training! The district will also
help you with Fast Start training. Fast Start training is also available online at
blackhawkscouting.org.

Each district is served by a full-time district executive.

Staff members at the local council service center can help or put you in touch with someone who
can help you succeed.

Chairman, listed in thBlackhawk Courier, for dates and locations.

CUB SCOUT LEADER BASIC TRAINING:

The essential training course for all Cub Scout leaders. Basic Training begins with New Leader Essentials .
continues with Leader Specific Training which covers the topics of den and pack meeting planning, pack finar
and management, and special activity planning. The training includes special break-out sessions for each leax
position. All Cub Scout leaders should attend basic training to provide a quality program to the Cub Scouts in y:
pack. Once you complete basic training, you are given the Trained patch to wear on your uniform.

WEBELOS DEN LEADER OUTDOOR TRAINING:

This is a special supplemental training session for Den Leaders of 4th and 5th grade Webelos dens. It will give
the basic skills needed to conduct an outdoor program with your older Cub Scouts.

POW WOW:

Pow Wow is an all-day training opportunity that covers items such as crafts, skits, puppets, workshops, disple
demonstrations, games, Blue and Gold Banquets, pack administration, Webelos Scout activities, Cub Scout sp
special pack activities, and other Cub Scouting resources. Pow Wows are held in November.

MONTHLY ROUNDTABLES:

Supplemental training offered each month for all Cub Scout leaders to provide additional den and pack mee
ideas. New Cub Scout leaders will find a wealth of information and activities to use with the Cub Scouts in the pa
This is a fun-learning evening!
